Macros for MS word
To get it working you must remove all other macros.
Tools--Macro--Macros—Organize
Highlight the macros on the Normal.dot and click remove.

Highlight ‘A Swan Scholar’ then toggle ‘copy’ into the Normal.Dot

In the same window open the ‘Toolbars’ tab and copy ‘A Swan Scholar’ into the Normal.dot
Close everything.

Now when you open any document you will have a new toolbar. 
The ‘Check’ button lets you enter any word or word combination and highlights the word occurrence in the document in gray color. 
The ‘Clear’ button clears all the highlights from the document.
The other tabs are self-explanatory
The idea is to review highlighted words to nix or replace the problems, adverbs and weak verbs with others, rewriting if necessary.
This doesn’t apply to dialogue.
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
